The question paper of Gencral Science, Environment & Techuology
Development shall have six sections. Section - L shall have 20 objective type
of questions, each of 2 marks (20 x 2 = 40 marks). Questions for this section
will be drawn at the rate of four questions from each of the five Groups of the
syllabus. Sections 11, 11, 1V, V¥ and Vi of the question paper shall have two
optional questions each, drawn respectively from Groups A, B. €. D and € of
the syllabus; of whick candidates will be required to answer only ene
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question from each group, each questin carrying 32 marks. Optional
questions shali be answered in Lhe traditional manner, requiring descriptive
answers, not exceeding 500 to 600 words. Thus, altegether candidates will be
required to answer one objective type compulsory question (40 marks) and
five descriptive type optional questions (5 « 32 = 160 marks).
