The 7" JPSC Combined Civil Services Preliminary examinations were held on Sunday, September 19, 2021 at as many as 1102 centres spread across the 24 districts of Jharkhand. As many
as 5,35,521 candidates had applied while 3,69,327 applications were found valid.

The Commission was determined to process the evaluation/examination of the answer sheets without undue delay and it put in an extraordinary effort to publish the results after an
interval of a record forty-one days only. Significantly, this short interval included a number public holidays for Navratra/Durga Puja.

The declaration of results was met with opposition and protest by certain quarters. A delegation of students met the Secretary of the Commission on November 16, 2021 and later
submitted a memorandum to him containing five points of complaint on November 18. The Secretary assured them that the complaints would be looked into and a statement would be
made in this regard on Tuesday, November 23 in the Commission office. Thereafter, a delegation of about fifteen persons headed by MLA Shri Naveen Jaiswal (BJP) , MLA Shri Bhanu
Pratap Sahi (BJP) and MLA Shri Lambodar Mahto (AJSU) met the Chairman and Secretary who informed them of the factual position demonstrating that the points raised had no bases.
The delegation thereafter produced two more petitions with several other points, including some repetitions. The Chairman assured them that even these would be looked into and a
written statement with regard to all points raised in the three petitions would be furnished in four days, by Saturday, the 27" of this month. The Commission has looked into the matter
and is uploading a complete and comprehensive statement, point wise, with regard to all points raised by the delegation on three different occasions in three separate petitions.
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It has been argued that candidate with roll number
52077036 has not been declared successful despite
scoring 266.

This claim has no basis even in the case of an
imagined cutoff. The actual position is that the
candidate scored only 240 marks while the cut off
for his category (UNR) was 260.
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It has been claimed that the candidates with
consecutive roll numbers from the centres in three
districts, i.e. Lohardaga, Sahebganj and Latehar had
been declared passed as also those in series of 2,3,4
5 in various centres. The fact remains that only two
such instances have been reported in only two
districts Lohardaga and Sahebganj.

It is noted that the 7th JPSC was organised for 3.7
lakh candidates, a number which is multifold
compared to any other examination conducted by
JPSC in the past. Given the scale of the examination,
unforeseen circumstances arose with regard to two
classrooms (out of over 15,000 classrooms), for
which the candidates could not be held responsible.
These unforeseen circumstances were not related to
any malpractice or cheating. *

The Commission, keeping the interests of these
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candidates in mind, decided to declare them as
qualified provisionally, pending further inquiry. Such
a decision was further necessary as it was not wise
to withhold the entire result for such a small
number. Appropriate action shall be taken by the
Commission in this regard.
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The Commission has nothing to hide in this matter
and it was only in keeping with the practice followed
by UPSC that the thresholds were to be declared
after the final result. However, in view of sustained,
unceasing and motivated efforts to mislead students
at large, it has been decided to declare the same.
The cutoffs category wise is annexed.
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This claim is based on a wrong and incorrect reading
of the Rules.
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The claim is motivated and is perhaps intended to
mislead students.

It is enough for the Commission to satisfy itself that
the total number of candidates selected for each
category is approximately 15 times the vacancies for
the concerned category. While it is not incumbent
upon the Commission to set out the numbers, it has
been decided by the Commission to make an
exception in the instant case to stamp out all
motivated efforts to mislead the candidates by
declaring that 107 PH candidates have been declared
successful against a vacancy of 7, which exceeds 15
times that figure.
